7. Why does the Declaration of Independence describe certain rights as UNALIENABLE?  
8. What rights are ALIENABLE and why?

9. According to Natural Law, what is freedom?

10. Why does freedom require independence?
11. Describe the natural right to private property, and explain why it is considered so important.
12. What is the purpose of government, according to the Declaration of Independence?
