RUSSIAN ASYMMETRICAL FEDERALISM

Below are subnational governments and regions of the Russian Federation.
Republics generally have more autonomy than other provinces.  However, many of the 21 republics, 48 oblasts, 7 krai (kray), 9 okrugs, and 1 autonomous krai have signed independent agreements with Moscow, meaning they have special governing powers different from others.

In 2004 Putin decreed that governors of republics would no longer be elected by the people; they are now like oblasts, krais, and okrugs: appointed by the president.
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
